They wrote angry messages like “( )" on walls and
sometimes stopped tourist buses. They feel their city is becoming a place only for

visitors, not for @ those who live there.

Thailand also has problems. One famous place is 55 Maya Bay, a beach on a small
island. Many people visited it after it appeared in a popular movie. Tourists wanted to
swim in the clear water and take pictures. But the beach became too crowded. People
walked on the *coral, and boats hurt sea life. The water became dirty, and many fish
and coral died. In 2018, the Thai government closed Maya Bay. After a few years, the
sea became cleaner and some coral and fish came back. Now, only a small number of

tourists can visit.

One idea is to make tourists pay a fee to enter some places. This money can help
keep the area clean and safe. Some cities limit the number of tourists. Others ask
people to visit in a different season.

Tourists can help too. We should learn the rules before traveling. We should be
kind and not make trouble for local people. We can visit smaller towns instead of only
popular spots.

Travel is a great way to learn about the world. But if we are not careful, the
places we visit may ( @ ). Overtourism is a problem for everyone. We must think

about better ways to travel.
